Promoted in their neighborhoods with hand-painted signs, the gross sales of the first JBF Tulsa reached approximately $2,000. Many were impressed by what they perceived as a very unique “garage sale.”  That’s when the idea caught on and started growing. Each season, a new, larger event was held going from a friend’s three car garage to now the Exchange Center Building at Expo Square featuring more than 50,000 square feet of children’s clothes and merchandise. In 2003, Tackett and Wilburn formed the franchise system, and began developing and selling franchises.
JBF Tulsa is the largest franchise in the U.S. with more than 1,500 local families selling their items.  
Just Between Friends has received national attention on several national television shows including ABC News, Good Morning America, CNN, Headline News, Inside Edition and CNBC’s The Big Idea.
