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Just Between Friends Children’s Consignment Puts Safety First
JBF IS No Longer Accepting Drop-Side Cribs at all National Consignment Events

The Consumer Product Safety Commission Has Proposed New Crib Standards 
Tulsa, OK – Just Between Friends Franchise Systems, Inc. (JBF), the nation’s leading maternity and children’s consignment sales event, has announced that due to safety concerns raised by recent recalls, it will no longer accept drop-side cribs at any of its fall/winter consignment events. The change is effective nationwide on September 1st.

The Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) has recently proposed new rules that would ban the manufacture, sale and resale of drop-side cribs. The new crib standard is likely to take effect next year and would also outlaw drop-side cribs at motels, hotels and childcare facilities. A drop-side crib is any crib that has a front or side rail that slides down to gain access to a child. 

The government has recalled 10 million drop-side cribs since 2007 – including 2 million in June alone. At least 32 children have died since 2000 because they were in drop-side cribs. An additional 14 deaths were caused because of entrapment that could have been caused by a drop-side crib, according to the CPSC.

Just Between Friends is leading the consignment industry and will not allow any drop-side cribs to be sold at its fall sales events, beginning September 1st. The company reached this decision after extensive research and conversations with the CPSC. They will revisit the issue before their spring 2011 and fall 2011 sales. 

“The care and safety of our participants is of utmost importance to Just Between Friends,” said Shannon Wilburn, President of Just Between Friends Franchise Systems, Inc. “We are unable to take the risks that any items sold may cause possible harm to our shoppers or their children.”

CPSC agreed to develop a new standard to make cribs with four fixed sides mandatory. It has also proposed more stringent tests for cribs and the use of more durable materials. Just Between Friends will stay on top of all changes involving cribs and any other children’s items.
