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Just Between Friends Children’s Consignment Supports Consumer Product Safety Commission’s Drop Side Crib Ban 

The Nation’s Leading Children’s Consignment Event Banned Drop Side Cribs in September 2010 From All Consignment Events 

Tulsa, Okla – Just Between Friends Franchise Systems, Inc. (JBF), the nation’s leading maternity and children’s consignment sales event, announced today that it fully supports the Consumer Product Safety Commission’s decision to ban drop side cribs.  A drop-side crib is any crib that has a front or side rail that slides down to gain access to a child. 

The decision came after the deaths of more than 30 infants and toddlers during the past decade and more than ten million recalls since 2007.  The CSPC’s new rule requires cribs to have fixed sides and takes effect in June 2011.  The new rule also prohibits hotels and childcare centers from having drop side cribs although they have two years to purchase new ones.

Just Between Friends is the nation’s leading children’s and maternity consignment event with 107 franchises in 21 states.  Local moms and families run these events and hundreds of thousands of families participate as consignors and shoppers.  Due to this, the company was proactive last fall and banned the drop side cribs from all fall events, effective September 1st, 2010.  That ban will stay in place for all spring 2011 events even though the new rule does not go into effect until in June 2011.

“The care and safety of our participants is of utmost importance to Just Between Friends,” said Shannon Wilburn, President of Just Between Friends Franchise Systems, Inc. “We are unable to take the risks that any items sold may cause possible harm to our shoppers or their children.  We fully support the ban by the CPSC.”

CPSC’s new rule also calls for tougher safety testing on cribs as well as better labeling on all crib pieces.  JBF fully supports these new changes as well. 

Just Between Friends continues to put safety first by employing their own Recall Coordinator.  This employee tracks recalls and provides information to all franchise owners, consignors and shoppers to ensure that recalled items are not sold at their events.

In 1997, Just Between Friends was created in a living room in Tulsa, Oklahoma when President Shannon Wilburn, a mother of two young children, and her friend Daven Tackett hosted a sale, while inviting 17 friends to be consigners.
